FEMA planning trailer exodus

The Federal Emergency Management Agency said Thursday it will step up efforts to move Gulf Coast hurricane victims out of more than 35,000
trailers because tests indicate some of the temporary homes contain potentially toxic levels of formaldehyde. The Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention said fumes from 519 tested trailer and mobile homes in Louisiana and Mississippi were -- on average -- about five times what people
are exposed to in most modern homes. ... Becky Barbour, 53, of Bayou La Batre, said Thursday she wasn't surprised to learn of the
formaldehyde testing results announced by federal authorities. "My husband died in that FEMA trailer, | know," said Barbour, who
moved into the trailer with her husband Tommy in October 2005. "He wasn't sick before we moved in." ...His symptoms became so
severe that he wasn't able to work as an oysterman. He was diagnosed with lung cancer in May 2006, she said, and he died in December
at the age of 55. "They gave him 12 months and he lived seven," Barbour said, adding she has also experienced nosebleeds and eye
irritation since living in the trailer. Barbour said she plans to stay on her land, where her FEMA trailer is parked -- and she said federal
authorities should provide her with a new place to live there.

Over 1/4 of Al Katrina CDBGs Are Allocated for Environmentally Unsound Waste Treatment Plant!

Katrina CDBGs for Housing Rehab and Rebuilding Will Serve About 10% of the 1200 families who
applied in the City and County of Mobile over a year ago, “...there are likely hundreds of others who
did not make the deadline” (uly 2 letter from Mobile Co Commissioner and 3 advocacy groups to Sen Shelby, posted at www.alarise.org)

“As the people of south Mobile County struggle to rebuild, they are also forced to struggle for
Environmental Justice — from exposing the serious health hazards of excessive formaldehyde fumes
in the FEMA trailers & campers (in a partnership with The Sierra Club), to their stand against a
waste treatment plant proposed to be built in their predominantly minority community, in a “High
Velocity Flood Zone”, and with $24 million of federal Community Development Block Grants
(CDBG) ...of the total $94 million in CDBG allocated for Alabama since Katrina, less than $27
Million of these federal funds have been allocated for housing, and none of these have yet been
released! (Testimony by Al Arise Organizer at National Commission on Environmental Justice on the Gulf
Coast, sponsored by Lawyers Committee for Civil Rights Under Law, March 10, 2007, Mobile, Alabama)

"The roof on Mr. Green's home was heavily damaged by Katrina and for the past three winters his family has

had to depend on a blue tarp to keep out some of the rain and cold. His mother died this past December

still hoping that their home would be repaired.
